A levy lid reduced our per-student
collection from $4100 to $2500 which is a
significant portion of our operating budget
as a small school.
The Prototypical Funding Model applies a
universal staffing plan that disadvantages
our small district.
The Special Education funding formula is
set well below our actual percentage of
students served.
Regionalization does not accurately reflect
the high cost of living in San Juan County.
Federal COVID relief funding (ESSER)
expired this fiscal year further reducing
revenues.

LISD has run through our rainy day reserve
fund and is currently projected to end the
fiscal year $25k in the red.
LISD has to close a $449k budget deficit in
next fiscal year’s planning.
The current state funding model, brought
about in 2018 by the McCleary decision,
significantly disadvantages small districts
like ours.
The vast majority of our expenditures are on
personnel costs. Reducing FTE requires
creative restructuring of our program.
We are facing declining student enrollment
which further reduces our funding revenue.
